They named their group Quageh, which comes fromKkhelle
language and means "We can make it". In a couwtmgh recently
emerged from civil war and suffers from an 80% upkkyment
rate, the Quageh women learned this handiwork from dlder
women in their communities, who made and sold gj@aft a means
of helping support their families.
